Why network ?

Now it is the time to start cooperation, find working methods and work together.

UTGAA has no facilities for children SFA, lack of PE standards, needs to establish intercultural learning through sport. 

Members of the group asked from secreteriat - to start a FORUM/net group, where they can easily communicate each other, share new ideas and projects. Members need resources to organize meetings, with an electronic forum communication can be easier. 

Members need to share and exchange of knowledge and experience, from more experienced to the less ones

Members need to share information about events for children (like DGI Seminar about fitness and children in CPH).

All members agreed that sport for children should be focused on games and having fun. 

They also need to know where to ask and where to look for a help. If possible to get ISCA budget for study tours.

Introduction by Raphaël:

One area of attention could be environment and sport events, like the Turnfest. Awareness creation by larger organisations such as DOSB is possible!

ISCA has had a Memorandum of Understanding with UNEP since 2003. 2007 ISCA report on organisation initiatives was made. Now it is the time to consider network creation, services definitions, and programmes for the future.

What is a sport organisation to do to be environmentally responsible?

National and international partnerships are necessary, see for instance UFOLEP.

The three core questions:

· What environmental management services to deliver?

· What is the content of the environmental programmes?

· How to establish and valorise international cooperation and partnerships

Three missions:

· transform sport events to environmentally friendly events

· Create standards to compare events? Certifiucation of events?

· Increase communication

· Which communication tools?

· Create a forum and international platform for ISCA experts in the field

· What is the common base?

What to do NOW to move on?

Massimo: 2007 Vivicitta. 8 towns running for the environment, and the event had specific requirements, e.g. no plastic bottles. They changed the town policies! In 2008, 35-40 cities have focused on the environment – and the cities have complied with the environmental demands. In 2009, every organisation have to follow the eco-friendly procedures to join.

Anders: In 1998, DGI festival was “green”. But it is difficult to prove results. It is expensive. And it may be politically correct but need not have long term impact

Jean-Claude: The network would be the place to promote the mutual tools that everyone can use.

Raphaël: It is not always costly to protect the environment. For instance when we reduce printing of extra paper copies.

Dick:  NSA made agreements with cities for environmental care. But we should be aware that not all of them is interested in this focus.

Bo: We need to look for simple and fast solutions in the beginning: The Quick Wins!

Raphaël: We could start by collecting all the experts from the ISCA members. And compile all the experience.
