MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

Memorandum of understanding on co-operation between:

International Sport and Culture Association (ISCA)
and

streetfootballworld, a project of the Youth Football Foundation
International Sport and Culture Association (ISCA) as an international association, whose members are primarily non-governmental entities in the field of sport and culture for all from Africa, Asia, Europe, North and South America understands sport as an integral part of cultural life. 

As people manifest their culture through their participation in sport, it is important to promote and deepen a coherent view of sport and culture. 

Sport as movement culture is, thus, a field where cultural identity as well as international understanding can be developed.

In the context of Sport and Culture, sport is understood not only as competitive activities and health-related exercises, but also as recreation, pastimes, games and leisure activities. 

Sport and Culture is an essential part of education and a way of educating people to become responsible citizens in their society.

Besides sport and games, culture as a way of life also includes traditional customs and festivities, dance, music, song, theatre and other creative and social activities.

Within the field of football, ISCA members are organising both conventional football and football with new rules and tournaments forms.

The objectives of ISCA are primarily:
· to promote an understanding between people across borders through sports and cultural activities.

· to stress the view of sport as a bearer of local, regional or national cultural identity, thereby placing it in the centre of international exchanges of ideas, views and cultural expressions. 

· to encourage the broadest possible participation in sporting and cultural activities among all affiliated members. 

streetfootballworld, a project of the Youth Football Foundation, develops a global platform for grassroots football approaches. The project implements an Internet portal as basic communication and information tool for project managers and meeting point for the interested public in general. As a milestone for the permanent exchange of young participants and experts a periodically celebrated streetfootballworld - Forum and Festival on a global scale will be established, for the first time in 2006.

streetfootballworld defines grassroots football as all kind of football in a local community (e.g. street football, street soccer, urban soccer or community football) focusing on social inclusion, violence prevention and non-formal education as specific goals. 

The idea is to include grassroots football - the other dimension of the game – as an important element in the context of the upcoming World Cups, highlighting global social responsibility and the need of a sustainable impact on the hosting nation/region as well as on the global (grassroots) football movement in general. 

streetfootballworld is developing two fields of action within grassroots football: 

1. globallplayers: sharing good practice and networking on a global scale 

The streetfootballworld Festival and the Forum takes place every 4 years, for the first time in 2006 in Germany (Festival) and the African host country 2010 (Forum). It is a result of the permanent co-operation of the grassroots football community, and supports continuous development in the area of grassroots football in general. 

2. developing concrete projects on a local scale 

streetfootballworld develops concrete projects in the host countries of major football events. These approaches aim to highlight the global responsibility and local/regional sustainability of the these events by tapping into the respective local development.

Together with local authorities and a team of partner organisations, streetfootballworld starts two pilot projects towards the FIFA World Cup 2006 in Germany: 

World Cup Schools | Schulen zeigen Flagge 2006 and footballspaces | Spielorte 2006 are focusing on football and society (in cooperation with schools) and public football grounds (together with local initiatives and authorities).

www.streetfootballworld.org offers an interactive communication platform in the form of a common working place and a permanent meeting-point for the grassroots football community on a local and global scale.

Acknowledge that streetfootballworld and ISCA are two independent international organisations and respect the differences of the two organisations.

Recognise that ISCA and streetfootballworld are both international organisations promoting recreational and social activities.

Acknowledge that ISCA and streetfootballworld have different structures and cover different as well as overlapping geographical areas. 

Acknowledge that streetfootballworld and ISCA have different as well as complementary areas of activities.

Consider that both of the organisations could benefit from a more formal link of co-operation.

The parties ISCA and streetfootballworld have agreed on the following ways for a mutual co-operation:

1. The parties will aim at, as much future co-operation as possible, for the benefit of sport for all.

2. The parties will organise co-ordinating meeting between the presidents and the administration.

3. The parties may consider opportunities to jointly organise events, festival, conferences, seminars and projects of mutual interest.

4. The parties shall extend invitations to the members of the other party to on going activities such as festivals, seminars and tournaments.

5. The parties can extend invitations to the representatives of the other party to congresses and conferences that they organise.
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
