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Netball is one of most popular contact and socially played games for women in Malaysia.  Youths, especially students from schools, colleges, and universities, are the most active players.  Most of them involved in the netball games for different reasons, but mostly for fun, to get fit and to socialise.  However, research regarding the physical profile among school student netball players in Malaysian was found to be limited.  Hence, this study was conducted to determine the body fat percentage and somatotype among under 18-years-old netball players (secondary school student) in Malaysia.  The subjects were consisted of 150 netball players for 13 states and 2 federal territories in Malaysia.   They were selected to represent their state and federal territories in the 2006 MSSM games held in Kuala Lumpur.  The subjects were divided to 3 categories based on playing positions.  The positions are attack, centre, and defence.  The body fat content was determined by skinfold measurement based on 4 sides (triceps, suprailiac, abdominal, and thigh).  Meanwhile, the somatotype test was done using the Heath and Carter Somatotyping method.  Results show that there were no significant different in body fat percentage and somatotype based on playing position.  The mean body fat was 12.23±3.49 and the netball players were reported to have meso-endomorphy body type.  The reported somatotype value was 3.29-3.52-2.69.
