· young people who are involved in voluntary work at a local, regional and/or national level;

· youth with interest in European context of social inclusion through the alternative of active or game-based means.
ENGSO Youth wishes to receive applications from both female and male applicants covering the whole age scale from 18 to 35 years and with different cultural and educational backgrounds, and ENGSO Youth wants to point out that at the Youth Centre there are 3 rooms specially equipped to receive disabled people.
